The magic lasted for a good 2 hrs with little pressure. |
moved upstream from pool to pool catching eager trout. | was in a happy place; you all know that
place. As the pressure started to increase and, | packed it up and shared the spot. Thankful for that
perfect day.

Subject: Public Access to Lakes and Reservoirs under control of the City of San Diego

Please consider this letter as feedback reflecting my concerns regarding the lack of access for
fishing to our lakes. As an avid fly fisher, | am requesting that you find solutions that will improve
their management and public access.

Currently, public access to the lakes controlled by the city of San Diego is highly restrictive and
prevents citizens from using these public resources fully. | am requesting that as my elected offi-
cial, you remedy this situation and expand the public’s access to our lakes and reservoirs.

| am sensitive to the many priorities facing you, the city, and other members of the SANDAG
Board. My expectation is that you and others find ways to change the status quo and increase
access to the public’s resources.

Specifically:

o Develop a funding mechanism where all members of SANDAG share in the cost of lakes oper-
ated by the City of San Diego.

e Create a stakeholder advisory group to provide feedback on matters related to use of the
City's lakes.

« Create a program which allows anglers, boaters etc. daily access to the lakes when unattend-
ed by City Staff. (automated pay stations or iron rangers for fee payment). These systems are
widely used throughout the State and Federal Parks systems.

« Revisit permit conditions with Approving Authorities.

o Evaluate fees. We believe that the public will support modest increases in fees, if tied to in-
creased access.

e We are blessed to have in our local area many wonderful lakes and parks. It is time to rethink
their management and improve public access. As my elected representative | am setting high
expectations on you to address this issue. We are available to discuss this further or provide
representatives to participate in a stakeholder process.

| look forward to hearing from you what actions you are taking on this matter.

A Couple Days on Hat Creek

Hello all, I hope you're Covid Summer was good!

| got up to Burney on Friday, 8 Oct. | got onto Hat Creek at about 530, with sunset at 630. Jim Reams (local
bamboo fly rod maker) came down a little later. We both caught a couple small fish on caddis flies. It looked to me
like the water was higher than it was in July, but | could just be imagining things.

Saturday the weather came in, it was cold and windy in Burney. | got down to Hat around 11, right as the tem-
perature was hitting 55 degrees and to my surprise, no wind. Jim Harrison from Bella Vista was down at his usual
spot, observing the water and waiting for something to start happening. We stood there at Honey Hole 1, talking,
waiting, and hoping the Blue Winged Olive’'s would start coming off, but it never got going. There were, however,
some small fish rising for something, so | headed downstream and Jim headed into HH1.

| hooked a couple small fish on a BWO Emerger at Honey Hole 2, but not much activity. | worked my way down
to HH3, crossed the stream and headed down stream. | stood on the bank, and looked upstream, and against the
sunlight, | could see a spinner cloud. | waited a bit, the wind blew the bugs my way, and | scooped a bunch with my
net, male tricos. | scooped a bunch more, only males, no females. | wonder what's going on there? Anyway, HH4
nothing going on, but a few fish at HH5.

There were at least three fish working, one tight
against the bank just up from the 20’ log that
sticks out from the bank that defines HH5.

There was also one fish upstream of the log, and
one closer, but hanging right above the log.

It was hard to tell how big they were as the rises
were almost imperceptible, just tiny little dimples,
and with the low sun of October, real hard to see.
| tied on a “Real Trico” and laid a curve cast just
upstream of the near fish. The fish rose to the fly
and immediately snapped off the 6X. | tied on another, considered going to 5X, but as usual, too impatient to do
the right thing...The fish against the far bank was still rising, and a couple casts later, really just guessing that he
rose, he was hooked. He cooperated and let me lead him away from the log and into open water, and a few
minutes later, a nice 16" rainbow.

Sunday was awesome, the sun was shining, the wind was light, and the bugs
were active. Pale Morning Duns started coming off around noon. The
nymphs live in the weeds so the fish are hanging and eating in the weed
beds. The weed beds at this time of year are very thick and many of them
have grown right to the surface. So, there are a bunch of different currents
over the weed beds and your line gets hung up on the surface weeds, a real
challenge!

| hooked two rainbows on an emerger, one about 14", one about 16". It was difficult to keep them out of the
weeds, but | was able to apply side pressure and get them out into the open water. | did hook one other fish,
but it broke off during its first run.

Monday morning | hiked up to Carbon Point from Hat Creek Park. | was hoping that the PMDs would come
off in the weed beds just like yesterday. Only a few bugs, not enough for any big fish to rise. | did catch one
nice Rainbow twitching a PT Nymph over the weeds.

| headed downstream to Honey Hole 8, where a large tree overhangs the West side. A couple fish were feed-
ing, although there really weren’t many bugs on the water. The PMD emerger brought one fish up, again a very
subtle rise, a quick run, and snap...going to 5X. | did make one new discovery, | found out how slippery the dia-
tomaceous earth on parts of stream bottom is, took a little bath but this time, | have a waterproof phone so no
upgrade this time!

I’'m a native San Diegan, I've lived here all my life. How did | come to buy a house near Hat Creek, a 10 hour
drive? Hat Creek is that good, and the other near-by fly fishing streams and lakes are also tremendous fisheries.

The town of Burney is right in the middle of California’s “Golden Triangle of Fly Fishing.”

Anytime is a great time to fish Hat, with the possible exception of a few weeks in August, when the weather
can get too hot (but there will still be a trico spinner fall, just very short lived). I'm hosting a club gathering from
Nov 6 — 15 at my home in Burney, the last week of the season.

Tie in your dumbell eyes. | like to use a large 1/4 oz. dazzle eye and Mustad streamer
long shank hook.

Wrap some silver flash onto the top of the shank and use softex or tuffleye to stiffen end
about a quarter of an inch off the bend of the hook so the flash won't foul.

Taper your white ultrahair and tie in so the tips taper and do not extend past your flash.

Continue adding shorter pieces of ultrahair down the shank towards your eyes, remember-
ing to taper the ends before tying in.

Continue this process working forward.

For the last section tie in front of the eyes and finish by tying down right behind the eyes.

Invert fly. | like synthetic material under the shank and hollow material on top. Add a small
clump of white bucktail on top, this will help the fly turn over.

Add some blue Krystal flash and green Krystal flash on top. Tie down behind the eyes.

| used Aqua Deadly Dazzle instead of Yak Hair on this pattern, since the color is closest to
the Yak Hair | can't get any more. Hold up and use a black sharpie to represent a mackerel
pattern.

Trim the underbody and finish the fly with Tuffleye or epoxy for durability.

What is a Golden Trout?

The speaker at our September meeting, Steve
Schalla commented that the only remaining “pure”
Golden Trout exist in just two small remote creeks.
That is true, although some scientists believe even
those two populations may have also been slightly
hybridized by improper stocking policies in the early
1900’s. All three subspecies of Golden Trout: Califor-
nia Golden Trout, Little Kern Golden Trout and Kern
River Rainbow, evolved from steelhead, and rapidly
cross breed with other rainbow species. A lot of work
has gone into evaluating the genetic makeup of the
current golden trout populations.

but as fishermen, | believe we shouldn’t worry too
much about these academic questions. Instead, we
can be most helpful by caring for the existing wild
trout populations and their habitats.

| have worked with fisheries biologists all over the
Golden Trout Wilderness. It is an amazing place and
all of the trout are wild, beautiful and fun to catch.
I've caught pure goldens in Volcano Creek and per-
formed electrofishing surveys for pure goldens in
Golden Trout Creek. Those pure goldens don't act or
look different from the other wild populations in the
small high-altitude streams of the G.T. Wilderness.
The difference is that Golden Trout Creek and Volca-
no Creek are very remote. Volcano Creek in particu-
lar is a two-day “BITCH" of a hike to get to, and it
only exists for a short distance before it disappears
underground into a large lava field. Stocked trout
are excluded by the lava and cattle grazing has not
been allowed.

Other streams aren't so lucky. USFS has
“grandfathered’ in the rights for several companies
to run cattle into the Wilderness for summer grazing.
Cattle break down the banks and cause the small
streams to erode to a level below that needed to
sustain the meadows, and they begin to dry up.
Most of the cattlemen are supportive of the volun-
teer work being done to build exclusion fences
around these sensitive habitats. They just don't want
to pay for fencing.

Some of our members questioned why we bother
building the fence in Casa Vieja Meadow, since the
trout in Nine Mile Creek are not pure. As a fisher-
man, | can't tell if a trout is genetically pure. Outside
of a genetics laboratory, the fisheries biologists I've
worked with can't tell the difference either. What we
can tell is that these trout are wild, beautiful and
healthy. We are working to keep them that way.

In 2006 USFS and T.U. volunteers including some
of our members rebuilt the cattle exclusion fence in
Casa Vieja Meadow to reduce stream bed erosion.
Because Nine Mile Creek is outside of the protected
area of the South Fork of the Kern, USFS doesn't
have funding to do all of the work that is needed to
maintain this beautiful habitat. So, San Diego Fly
Fishers helps by maintaining the fence. USFS appre-
ciates and fully supports our efforts.

All of the scientific evidence we have collected says the stream habitat is improving, and our informal
data tells us that the fishing has definitely improved. The golden trout here are as beautiful and healthy as
anywhere | have seen. | am convinced that we are making a difference.

We picked Casa Vieja over many other equally deserving sites because it is the only meadow in the
Golden Trout Wilderness that can be reached without an arduous backpacking hike. It is closest to San Die-
go, the road is paved all the way to the trailhead, it is a 2-mile hike on a good trail and we come out each
evening to wonderful meals, an adult beverage or two and comfortable camping in or near our vehicles.
USFS takes our heaviest fencing materials in via mules and allows us to store tools and supplies at their log
cabin in the meadow. We just carry day packs and fishing rods on our hike in and out. Many of us older
members make this trip twice a year without issues. At 9,000 ft the steep hike out is a workout, but we take
our time. We also welcome families. Some youngsters have caught a dozen or more trout on their first fly-
fishing adventure.

Come join us and watch these beautiful trout jump out of the water to catch your fly. See our gorgeous
meadow and help us raise and lower the fence each June and October! These “not so pure” golden trout
will appreciate your help.

Postscript: Casa Vieja Meadow and the upper reaches of Nine Mile Creek were not reached by the wildfires
that have burned through the Golden Trout Wilderness this summer.
