SDFF Golden Trout Recovery Project 
 
We just got back from dropping the cattle exclusion fence at Casa Vieja Meadow in the Golden Trout Wil-
derness, and I'm excited to report how well the meadow and the golden trout are surviving the drought.  
 
 USFS has “grandfathered” the rights for a cattle ranch 
near Olancha CA to graze a specified number of cattle in 
Casa Vieja Meadow between July 1 and September 30 
each year. SDFF volunteers have been maintaining this 
barbed wire and electric fence for 15 years. The fence is 
designed to keep the cattle out of this sensitive alpine 
meadow and fragile Nine Mile Creek which is a small 
tributary to the kern River.  Each June we repair the 
posts and reattach the barbed wire and then drop the 
wire before the snows in October. Some years the cattle 
break through the fence and the cowboys are slow to 
move them out. The damage grazing cattle have done 
to these High Sierra meadows and the small trout 
streams running through them is appalling.  

 
 Sometimes when we are struggling back up the trail or mak-
ing the long drive home it is easy to wonder whether it was 
worth it. This year, with the drought and the fires, we were con-
cerned that the creek may have dried up or the fish suffered. 
Driving in on a Friday morning, we found Sherman Pass Road 
above the Blackrock Ranger Station closed due to fires and the 
sky clouded with smoke. Even the road to the trailhead was 
closed, but the ranger let us through. When we hiked down to 
the meadow we found the fence, grass and stream inside the 
fence, to be in surprisingly great shape. Most of the area outside 
the fence are barren dirt covered with cow pies, but inside the 
grass was high and thick. Even though the grass was getting dry 
and brown there were still many marshy areas and the stream 
was running well. The grass is thick and the stream is narrow so 
in many areas it was difficult to cast a fly to the water. But wher-

ever my fat #14 caddis got to the stream a golden would come up from the deep undercuts and take it for 
a ride. These beautiful trout are still healthy and hungry. YES, all of our hard work was worth it. 
 
 USFS Ranger Rachel Leiterman joined us working in the meadow, and wanted me to pass along USFS 
thanks for all our Club’s efforts. With just two Rangers managing the thousands of acres in the Golden 
Trout Wilderness they can’t possibly succeed without a lot of help from volunteer groups, and they say 
“SDFF is the best!”    
 
 These photos show the depth and density of the grasses inside the fence compared to the heavily 
grazed area outside of the fence. To see the difference that the fence has made, especially in this tough 
drought year, is heartening. I just wanted to pass this good news along to brighten your day and thank you 
all.
