Pheasant Tail & Partridge 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
  
 
 
This is characterized as a simple fly by Yvon Chouinard.  He believes that tying the hackle vertical ra-
ther than letting it lay back over the body of the fly gives the fly more action.  The Pheasant Tail and 
Partridge works with conventional gear as well as Tenkara. 
Yvon Chouinard is a surfer, kayaker, falconer, climber, and fly fisher. He owns the company Patagonia 
and is the author of Simple Fly Fishing: Techniques for Tenkara and Rod & Reel. He lives in Ventura, 
California, with his wife Malinda. 
  
Hook: Dai-Riki #075 or Tiemco 3769 (1X short, 2X heavy).  
Thread: Dark brown.  
Rib: Copper wire.  
Tail: Pheasant tail fibers.  
Abdomen: Pheasant tail fibers.  
Hackle: Hungarian partridge.  
Thorax: Peacock Hareline Ice Dub or Peacock herl. 
 
Begin by crushing the barb. 
Lay-down a thread base to the bend of the hook. 
Tie in a length of fine copper wire. 
Cut a clump of Pheasant Tail Fibers and create a tail, no longer than the shank of the hook. 
Rap the Pheasant Tail Fibers around the hook to just past the 2/3 point of the hook and tie off. 
Counterwind the copper wire to the 2/3 point and tie off for a more durable abdomen. 
Wrap the hackle 1.5 to 2 turns between the body and the eye of the hook. 
The thorax is tied last. Push it up against the hackle, keeping it from pressing flat against the body. 
Take the thread forward and create a head and tie off. 
  
Note: When wet, the thorax looks a lot like the air bubble of an emerging fly. It's an important im-
provement over normal soft-hackle flies. 
To tie a P.T. dry fly, just use a dry-fly hook. To tie a nymph, add a black tungsten bead in front of the 
hackle.

Tip of the Month 
 
 

Last month we reviewed the 3rd of the of the Five Essentials to Casting; Smooth Acceleration 
to a Stop. 
This month we will discuss the 4th Essential :  Casting Stroke Appropriate for the length of 
line. 
  
This essential is one that I find, really easy to remember….just remember this: 
Short Line…. Short Casting Stroke. 
Long Line….. Long Casting Stroke. 
  
To understand why this is important we go back to Essential 2: Straight Line Rod Tip Path. 
Remember it is the weight of the fly line that loads (or bends) the fly rod.  If we have a short 
amount of line, we have less weight to bend the rod and consequently the rod will load or 
bend less.  With a slightly bent rod, to get a straight line rod tip path our casting arc (the an-
gle change of our rod from start of the stroke to the end of the stroke) must be relatively 
short.  A deeper bend in the rod will require a wider casting arc to keep the straight line rod 
tip path. 
  
Next time you are out practicing your casting try this: 
 
Pull out about 15 feet of fly line and begin casting.  Shorten down your casting arc until you 
have nice tight loops.  Notice  where your rod is starting and stopping, use something in the 
back ground to visually mark those points…. A limb on a tree, telephone pole, odd shaped 
cloud.. anything you see in the background will work. 
 
Now pull out another 25 feet of fly line (you should have 40 ft of fly line and your 8 or 9 ft of 
leader outside the rod tip). 
 
Repeat the prior drill by false casting and get your loops smooth and tight.  Now notice 
where your stops and starts are relative to the visual marks you made at 15 ft of fly line.   
Done properly, you will see that your casting arc is much wider with 40 ft of fly line vs 15. 

  
Just remember to make sure we have a Casting Stroke Appropriate for our length of line: 

Short Line…. Short Casting Stroke 
Long Line….  Long Casting Stroke

Our Golden Trout trip June 27-30 was a huge success and a ton of fun. We had a big agenda this 
year. In addition to raising and repairing the 1 ½ miles of barbed wire, we added ¾ mile of elec-
trified wire and a solar power supply. The fence was built by USFS, TU and SDFF volunteers in 
2008 to keep the cattle, that are allowed to graze in this wilderness meadow each summer, from 
getting into the stream and breaking down the banks. USFS no longer has funding to maintain 
the fence because the golden trout in this meadow are not considered protected and may be 
slightly hybridized. SDFF volunteers have maintained the fence for 11 years.  Last year some cattle 
pushed the fence over so this year we electrified the most vulnerable section. We will see how 
that works before we electrify more. 
 
To handle the extra work, we added more volunteers and an extra day. We also had a U.S. Forest 
Service Wilderness Ranger join us for the weekend. That young man can carry a heavy load and 
was a pleasure to have around the campfire. We also had a group of SDSU graduate engineering 
students and their professor join us. They cooked dinner for us all Friday night. Saturday, they 
helped with the fence, conducted a Hydrologic Survey of the meadow and then learned to fly 
fish for golden trout. In the evening they broke out guitars, a violin and great singing voices to 
provide entertainment around the big campfire.

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Our reward over the years, in addition to several letters of appreciation from Inyo National For-
est, is that the fishing in Nine Mile Creek where it runs through the fenced area of Casa Vieja 
Meadow, is vastly improved. This year everyone of our volunteers caught beautiful golden trout. 
Where 6- and 7-inch fish used to be the norm we are now catching 9 and 10 inchers regularly.  
That is a big golden trout considering the stream is only a few feet wide and at almost 9,000 feet, 
it is frozen over 8 months out of the year.  They were on the skinny side after the long winter, 
but bugs were plentiful and they will be fat by October. 
 
I want to thank our guests this year:  Professor Alicia Kinoshita and her fiancé Jonathon (a pro-
fessional violinist), Chad Loflen (our water quality monitoring expert, and excellent fly fisherman) 
and his daughter Claire, Benjamin Downing ( a hard working new recruit to fly fishing), Matt 
Barnes (Inyo NF Wilderness Ranger) and six SDSU Civil Engineering students. SDFF is helping to 
sponsor their hydrologic study of the meadow and we look forward to hearing a report on the 
study at a future SDFF meeting.  I also want to thank our crew of hard-working  SDFF volunteers:  
Dave Gould, Warren Lew, Wayne Johnson, Steve Hansen, Bruce Michael, Scott Penwell and Sher-
ry Ashbaugh, but especially Bruce Bechard. Bruce engineered the electrification project, helped 
purchase the equipment and then wore himself out leading the installation team.  This was a 
SPECIAL trip. The weather was perfect, the electric fence is working well, everyone busted their 
butts for two days, we ate well and the fishing was epic. 
 
This is a family friendly trip and each year we get to watch family and friends enjoy our sport in 
one of its most beautiful settings. This year my 9-year-old grandson Wade made the hike both 
days and caught 16 beautiful goldens (most on a foam black ant pattern).  I think he and 7-year-
old Claire Loflen caught the two biggest trout: about 12 inches. Although there are no special re-
strictions on fishing this stream, all of the trout were carefully released. So, they will be waiting 
for anyone wanting to make the hike with us October 4, to drop the fence, or again next June to 
put it back up.
