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Gearing up for the Surf
By Craig Smith

The surf zone is the most accessible fly
fishing venue in San Diego. There are mile
and miles of accessible shoreline that do
not require permits to fish other than your
California fishing license. To fly fish the
surf you need the right gear to be success-
ful. Fortunately, a wide range of products
fall under that category of “right gear”. You
don’t need to spend a fortune either. If you
want to try the surf there is a good chance
you already have a rod and reel that will
work. Even some trout gear will suffice
provided you have the right fly line.

Fly Rods:

The fly rod, matched with an appropriate
fly line, is your primary tool for the surf
zone. Most fly rods can be used in the surf
but 6 wt. to 8 wt. rods work best over the
widest range of conditions. Some anglers
will use a 4 or a 5 wt. rod, but remember
that powerful surf hydraulics can make a
small fish feel much larger. Hook up with
a three to four-foot-long shovelnose guitar-
fish or a legal halibut on a 5 wt. or 6 wt.
and you may wish you had a heavier stick.
Rods should be at least 9 feet long and of
medium-fast to fast action. Slower action
rods do make for a bit more work lifting
heavy sinking lines from the surf. That
nice Orvis Superfine full-flex 6 wt. rod may
be great for dropping trico spinner imita-
tions on a spring creek but will be less than
ideal in the surf zone. A few years ago, I
met an angler at the beach who was strug-
gling casting the rod and line. He had an
older 7wt graphite rod with an action that
was on the slow side for a graphite stick. It
was a nice rod, but just not suitable for the
task at hand. I handed to him my fast ac-
tion 6 wt. setup to try. Without any addi-
tional casting instruction, he was able to
cast twice as far. Most graphite rods made
today are suitable for the surf as are some
of the faster modern fiberglass sticks.
More and more anglers are experimenting
with longer switch rods or even longer two-
handed rods so don’t be afraid of partaking
in your own experiments.

Fly Reels:

Fly reels for the surf should hold at least 50
yards of backing plus your fly line. Just

about any fly reel will work. It does not
need to have a sealed drag. However, if it
does not have a sealed drag consider a reel
that is easy to disassemble and clean out
any sand that gets in the works. Even a reel
with a simple clicker drag can be used
though you may need to palm the spool or
apply additional pressure to the spool with
your fingers if you hook up with a nice fish.
You can get a reel that will work in the surf
for as low as $50. Check with your local fly
shop, friends, or online for recommended
reels. I have seen many reels from across
the budget spectrum that no longer work
optimally due to corrosion. Regardless of
how much a reel costs, I strongly recom-
mend that you clean your reel after every
usage in saltwater. A thorough maintenance
regimen will lead to a longer lifespan for
your reels. If your reel does not have a
sealed drag and gets completely submerged
in the saltwater consider disassembling,
cleaning, and lubricating the reel, following
the manufacturer’s maintenance recom-
mendations.

Fly Lines:

Most of the species we are targeting in the
surf are hunting for food items stirred up
from the sand so you want your fly on the
bottom for maximum effectiveness. Sink-
ing lines are the best options. Some anglers
like full sinking line (a line that sinks at
about the same rate along its entire length);
others prefer integrated shooting taper lines
or traditional shooting head systems. A fast
sinking line will stay on the bottom while
waves roll over it. I am only going to dis-
cuss lines for single handed rods here.

Floating lines are of limited usefulness in
the surf. Currents and wave actions make it
very difficult to keep contact with the fly
except in the mildest of surf conditions.

Integrated shooting taper lines have a 24-30
foot fast sinking section factory mated to a
thin floating or intermediate (slow) sinking
running line. Traditional shooting head
systems loop the sinking head to the shoot-
ing (or running) line. The shooting line
may be of a floating or intermediate sinking
type. For most situations, it is better to
avoid any line with a floating section. Any
type of floating line in your setup will im-

pair the ability of the sinking portion to stay
on the bottom. Also, the churning surface
wave action can lead to line management
problems and make it difficult to stay in
contact with the fly when you have floating
sections in the fly line unless the surf is
very small.

If lining up with an integrated shooting
head lined sized in grains, get one that
matches your rod and has a sink rate of at
least 4 inches per second. Generally, a 200
grain line will match well with at 6 wt. rod,
a 250 grain line with a 7 wt., and a 300
grain line with an 8 wt. rod. Depending on
your casting skill you may be comfortable
using a heavier or lighter line on your rod.
When purchasing an integrated shooting
taper line for the surf make sure that it has a
fast sinking head. There are also integrated
shooting taper lines with intermediate
(slow) sinking heads. The advantage of
using an integrated shooting head line over
a traditional shooting head line is that you
do not have a connection or splice in the
line system. The advantage over using a
full sinking weight forward lines is that the
integrated shooting head line will be easier
to cast for distance. The major fly line mak-
ers such as Rio, Scientific Anglers, Orvis,
AirFlo, and Cortland market integrated
shooting taper lines suitable for the surf.
These lines retail from around $55 to $100.
Note there are some integrated shooting
taper lines that are not labeled in grains on
the box. Instead they are labeled like a reg-
ular fly line. Examples are the Rio Out-
bound Short and the Scientific Anglers
Titan Taper.  These lines should be
matched to the rod using the label on the
line box. For example, an 8 wt. Rio Out-
bound Short line would be matched to an
8wt rod.

When choosing a full sinking weight for-
ward line, I recommend going up two lines
sizes. For instance, use a WF-8-S line on a
6wt rod. The first 30 feet of a WF-8 line
will weigh 210 grains, so it would load the
rod about same as a 200 grain integrated
shooting taper line.

The rod will not be overloaded and will
cast much better for you in the surf zone.
The primary benefit of a full sinking line
is that they cost less compared to integrat-
ed shooting taper lines at the expense of
being a bit more difficult to cast. Full
sinking lines retail from $40 to $60. The
costlier versions usually have a density
compensated tip that sinks a bit faster
than the rest of the line. In deeper waters
like lakes and bays the density compen-
sated tip ensures that the fatter belly sec-
tion of the line does not sink below the tip
section. This is usually not much of a
factor in the surf zone.

Traditional shooting head systems have
fallen from favor except for a few die-
hard users as a result of the convenience
of integrated shooting taper lines. With a
shooting head system, you can get a set of
shooting heads with different sink rates
(floating through very fast sinking) that
can be quickly changed. This allows you
to cover different depths and situations
with only one rod and reel without need-
ing a bunch of spools loaded with expen-
sive full-length fly lines. You can also
utilize different types of shooting lines.
Shooting heads for single handed rods are
much more difficult to find today with
Rio and Scientific Anglers shooting heads
being the most commonly available. With
Scientific Anglers shooting heads you
would select a head two line weights
heavier than your rod. So, you would use
a ST-9-S head (which would weigh 240
grains) on a 7wt rod. Rio has factored
this into the weight of their shooting
heads so you would use a Rio ST-7-S
(head weighs 265 grains) on a 7 wt. rod.
Traditional shooting heads excel at long
distance casting.

Sink tip lines with 10-15 ft. sink tips com-
monly used for freshwater situations can
be used in the surf but are not ideal since
the floating portion of the line will cause
the sinking portion to loft towards the
surface and out of the feeding zone during
the retrieve; however, they can be effec-
tive at times when the surf is very mild.
The bigger the surf the less effective this
type of traditional sink tip line will be.
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Leaders:

There is no need for expensive tapered
leaders. Just use 4 to 8 feet of 8 to 12 Ib.
test nylon monofilament or fluorocarbon
monofilament. Tapered leaders are useful
for accurate or delicate presentations for
some types of fishing but in the surf hit-
ting the water is good enough. I tend to
use 8lb most often since it is easier to
break off if I snag some floating kelp but
many use 10 or 12 Ib. line. Fluorocarbon
is not necessary. In the turbulent surf with
all the stirred-up sand and debris any sup-
posed visibility benefit would be greatly
reduced or eliminated. Also, the combina-
tion of sinking fly line, weighted flies,
and turbulent eliminate any significant
benefit in sink rate that fluorocarbon ma-
terials may possess. Fluorocarbon may
provide some durability advantages with
respect to abrasion resistance but I have
not found that to be significant since I
check my leader frequently and replace if
there is something about it I don’t like.

Flies:

Flies from about 1.5 to 3 inches long will
suffice most of the time. These will be
tied on hook sizes 6 through 1. Clouser
minnows, crab patterns, bonefish flies,
Lefty’s deceivers, woolly buggers, and a
host of other patterns will work. Fish in
the surf zone are opportunistic feeders so
exact imitation is not necessary. If hunt-
ing halibut then do not be afraid to go
larger. I always crush the barbs on my
hooks at the tying bench. Barbless hooks
make it easier to release fish and often
you do not even need to touch them. It is
easier on a bird (or yourself or a buddy) if
you happen to accidentally snag one.

Red and orange are good attractor colors.
Many types of crabs have similarly col-
ored roe sacs. I try to incorporate these
colors into many of my patterns. Yellow
and chartreuse are also good colors. Black
or root beer colored flies are also produc-
tive. A black fly will have excellent con-
trast with the background in low light
conditions making it easier for fish to
pick it up visually compared to lighter

colored flies. Olive/white and grey/white
match many of the baitfish found in the
surf zone. In twenty plus years of fly
fishing the surf I have probably caught
more fish on chartreuse/white and red/
yellow Clouser minnows than any other
color. Maybe that’s just because that’s
what I use most often. Lots of other col-
ors work too.

Ancillary Gear:

Cool water and breezes can lead to a chill
even during summer mornings and eve-
nings. I wear a waders, booties, and wa-
ter resistant/wind proof light jacket to
keep dry but many anglers wet wade.
Diver’s booties when found on sale can
suffice as inexpensive footwear and are
much lighter than traditional fly fishing
wading boots. If worn over neoprene
wader feet buy a couple of sizes larger
than your regular size. Boot foot waders
are also a good option.

Most anglers like stripping baskets but a
few don't. You want to remain in contact
with your fly and keep from getting tan-
gled up in line. Having waves wash the
line around your legs can make surf fish-
ing a frustrating chore rather than a relax-
ing time on the water. Good commercial-
ly made stripping baskets cost from about
$50 to $80. Look for something that is
rigid. Most of the mesh stripping baskets
that are on the market can collapse under
the pressure of a wave and tangle your
line. You can make a serviceable basket
for less than $15. Plenty of examples can
be found online with an internet search.
Be sure to incorporate some sort of
spikes, cones, or posts into the bottom.
This will help keep coils of line from tan-

gling.

Keep a hook sharpener handy. The sand
will quickly dull even an expensive hook.
I check my hook point every 10 minutes or
so or any time I get temporarily hung up on
something. 1 prefer to use non-stainless
steel hooks for flies I tie as they are easier
to sharpen on the water. Many of the best
quality hooks are not stainless steel — they
are coated with a nickel compound or some
other protective coating. I rinse my flies in
freshwater after an outing. My flies last
many outings. Usually the materials get
chewed off or ground off by the sand be-

fore the hook goes bad. My favorite hook
sharpeners look like a fat pen with a re-
tractable diamond dust file. These have a
clip that will clip onto a pocket just like a
pen.

A pair of forceps (hemostats) or needle
nose pliers will help with hook removal.
Pliers can double as a line cutter. Water-
proof fly boxes will keep your flies dry if
you get dunked. A good pair of polarized
sunglasses will protect your eyes and help
you see fish.

FREE CASTING LESSONS

EVERY SUNDAY starting at 9 AM

Vests can be weighty and clunky in the
surf. Waist packs will likely get wet except
in the smallest of surf conditions. A small
chest pack or sling pack will usually suf-
fice to carry what you need for a surf out-
ing. A small, inexpensive waist pack can
be clipped to your wader suspenders in-
stead of around your waist I often just put a
small fly box with a half dozen flies and an
extra leader in a shirt or jacket pocket.

Join the San Diego Fly Fishers at Lake Murray to cast or improve your skills. Free instruction is
available. Bring your own equipment or use the club equipment, available from one of the instruc-
tors. DIRECTIONS--Take Interstate 8 to Lake Murray Boulevard. Go north on Lake Murray Boule-
vard to Kiowa Drive. Make a left and continue to the parking lot next to the boat dock. We are
to the immediate right of docks under the large cabana. See you there!

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Eastern Sierra Report from Sierra Drifters

Quick Look Fish Report 12/18/17

A cold front is set to move into the Eastern
Sierra over the next couple of days bring-
ing high winds, with a chance for snow in
the higher elevations. We are not expecting
any measurable snow around Bridgeport or
the Upper Owens River out of this one.
Next possibility for anything major would
be towards the end of the month around
New Year’s Day. The East Walker River
has experienced some cold water coming
from Bridgeport Reservoir. Flows are run-
ning great at 90 cfs. Some bigger fish are
on the chew. Upper Owens River has a few
more fish that have traveled up from below
the bridge. There are a good number of
school sized fish in the mix too. Middle
Owens River looking good and holding at
350 cfs. Some bigger fish are biting the
streamers well and lots of mid-sized
browns too. Pleasant Valley Reservoir giv-
ing up some big fish by the boat ramp re-
cently, while the Wild Trout section can be
decent if you get your flies down and
dirty!

Upper Owens River 12/18/17

Flows here are continuing to hold at 67 cfs.
Fish are still spread out along the river.
Some large quality rainbows have been
found in the undercut banks and the deep
slow pools as the water begins to get cold-
er. You will find a slight stain to the water
above the Hot Creek confluence. There are
fish holding below the creek connection,
but the water has quite a bit more color to
it here. Keep your flies close to the bottom
to get grabs on this winter fishery. Crystal
Eggs, San Juan Worms, #16-18 Assassins
(dark and light), #14-16 Crystal Leeches,
and #16-20 Copper Tiger Midge, Zebra
Midge, and Gillies have been good pat-
terns.

Middle Owens River (Bishop Ar-
ea) 12/18/17

Very happy to see the river at a constant
350 cfs. This translates to being able to
cover all the holding areas thoroughly.
Streamers are best for extracting the larger
rainbows out of their favorite holding are-
as. We have been hooking and landing
quite a few brown trout on most of our
runs. It is still difficult to gain access to
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many areas along the shoreline by foot, so
fishing by drift boat has been the most ef-
fective way. The start of the Blue Winged
Olive hatch has begun, and the first gener-
ation of larger mayflies are now showing
up. We have had many fish following our
streamers right to the boat, while the larger
rainbows seem to be biting within the first
few retrieval strips in the deeper water.

Pleasant Valley Reservoir

12/11/17

Still water addicts can get their fix here all
winter. This fishery is planted all winter, &
can provide some excellent fly fishing op-
portunities from a float tube; or near the
inlet section that feeds the reservoir proper.
Full sinking lines fished along the steep
shoreline drop-offs using patterns like Loe-
bergs, Crystal Leeches, Parallel Punk
Perch, Parallel Agent Orange, & Spruce-A-
Bu’s are good calls for “freeze tubers”
during the winter. Locals call PVR “little

sandiegoflyfishers.com

Crowley” as fly fishers in the know will
use still water nymphing techniques to
score big numbers during periods of stable
water levels. Set your “Under-Cators” to
suspend those broken back midges, crystal
tiger/zebra midges, gillies, & Assassins
around the 12-14 foot depth. The inlet sec-
tion is historically the most consistent sec-
tion to fish. This diverse fishery also al-
lows you to move into the short river sec-
tion that feeds the lake. Looking much like
the East Walker, this short; but sweet sec-
tion has plenty of pocket water and riffles
that hold holdover rainbows and browns
that move into the heavy brush during peri-
ods of lower flows. Dry/dropper rigs using
para hi-vis BWO’s, Stimulators, and hi-vis
caddis patterns as your upper; with crystal
tiger midges, crystal olive caddis larva, &
assassins as a nymph. The transition area
that dumps into the lake has slower mov-
ing/deeper water that requires the use of an
Under-Cator, or longer dropper off your
dry. This is perhaps the most fertile area of
the lake, & competent roll casters can en-
joy huge days here while making extended
drifts in the foam lines. The trout will con-
centrate here to feed on the abundant chi-
ronomid, & mayfly that come off through-
out the cooler months. Keep this fishery in
mind if the weather gets nasty in the higher
elevations.

The Gorge 12/11/17

Flows have dropped here. Now at 35 cfs. A
good place to go and get away from an-
gling pressure. The bite kicks into high
gear during the BWO hatch mid-day. Use
lighter weight rods here with a mayfly
adult or go with a dry/dropper combina-
tion. Our Parachute hi-vis BWO is an ex-
cellent pattern as your dry. FB PT’s, As-
sassins, & small midge emergers are good
calls for the dropper nymph.

East Walker River 12/18/17

Flows up and now at 90 cfs. This has been
flushing ice chunks down river and drop-
ping water temps. When you encounter
these conditions, it is best to fish the slow-
est water you can locate. The fish are sen-
sitive to sudden temperature changes and
rising flows. They will settle down after a
few days and get back to feeding as usual.
You will find thousands of small perch that
have perished and washed out of the pipe.
